Abstract

The article examines the issues of improving the methodology for investigating human trafficking
crimes through a comparative analysis of the experience of foreign countries (England, USA, Nigeria,
Portugal, etc.). The legal framework for implementing digital technologies, artificial intelligence, and
cognitive-psychological methods into investigative practice is studied. Proposals are put forward to
adapt investigative strategies that do not rely on victim testimony (Evidence-led investigation) to
national legislation.
